Welcome to the Northshore Squadron – CADET Uniform Information

As a new cadet, you may receive your blue shirt, slacks, belt, belt buckle, and cover (hat) when you join. These items will be included in your $42.00 membership.  However, it can take up to 2-3 months to receive your uniform from Lackland Air Force Base in San Antonio, Texas.  You MUST completely fill out the uniform voucher (CAP Form 15), which is included in your membership packet, or it will be sent back for completion. (This includes your hat size.)  You will need to purchase the black shoes at McChord AFB or a surplus store or get them at a shoe store.
You will need to bring $30.00, check or cash, the week after you pay your membership if possible. The supply cadet will give it to one of our Senior Members to order the following: Washington Wing patches, Civil Air Patrol name tag for BDUs, Civil Air Patrol tape for BDUs, squadron patch for BDUs, nameplate for Blues, necktie, and CAP silver cutouts. 

It is a good idea to order black shirt garters, catalog # 1018D, for $5.50 from the Civil Air Patrol CAPMART at Maxwell AFB.  (Garters keep your shirt tightly fitted in your slacks.) To place an order, you need your Cadet or Senior Member CAP ID# and a credit card.  You may mail a check or money order, but your shipment will be delayed until your check clears.  Shipping is approximately $6.00, unless you specify expedited shipping.

You may also go to the military clothing store at McChord Air Force Base in Tacoma.  The phone number there is 1-253-584-9308.  It is open M-F and Saturdays 9:30 am -3:30 pm.  You may call ahead to check item availability before making the trip.  If they do not have your size, they can order items for you and will contact you when the item arrives.
To gain access through the main gate at McChord AFB, you need your CAP ID and your parents will need their car registration, proof of insurance, and driver’s license.  If you do not have your CAP ID, you will need a copy of your membership paperwork and a short note from the Squadron Commander or Deputy Commander in order to gain access to the base.

You may also go to the Everett Naval Station Navy Exchange off Marine View Drive from North I-5.  The Naval Exchange at Everett is open 9 am – 6 pm M-F and Sat/Sun.  Their phone number is 1-425-304-4940.  
You may purchase BDUs, boots, shoes, black or brown undershirt, and shirt garters.  Note: Do NOT purchase a Marine Corps BDU hat.  You may purchase the Navy BDU hat since it is the same as the Air Force’s.  Obviously, the Naval Exchange will have no Air Force Uniform items.  Security/Gate entrance requirements:
Before you go you must provide Maj Karen Walter with the following information: full name, date of birth, Social Security #, driver’s license # , car make and model and license plate number.  

There are several surplus stores in the area: Sir Plus in Woodinville, Ed’s in Lynnwood, Federal Army & Navy Surplus Inc. in  Seattle (206-442-1818), The Fox hole near McChord AFB, Jerry's Surplus at 2031 Broadway in Everett (425-252-1176).  Please make sure that the BDU’s have no holes in them and that the top and bottom match (in other words, they are both summer weight or both winter weight).  Most purchase summer weight.
